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Preamble:

This international conference willadress two schools of post-structuralism, the Frankfurt School or
'Criticism" or "Social Research Center', which appeared in Germany in 1923 AD. Perhaps the prominent intellectual
tendance of this school is the criticism that was formed due to three scolars (Max Horkheimer, Theodor Adorno,
and Herbert Marcuse), who represent the first generation of the school, and represent its philosophical and social
thoughts and its pioneers in all its stages. The book "Traditional Theory and Criticism " 1937 AD is considered one
of the most important books of the school by "Horkheimer’, and the book (The Dialectic of Enlightenment) 1947
AD, which Max "Horkheimer and Adorno' co—authored. (Albert Stiftfilmer considered this book as being the key
text for the entire of Criticism. One of the most important figures of the second generation of this school is
(JurgenhaBarmas), who gained fame and global influence, turning to the philosophy of language to expand in
Criticism.

The Birmingham School is an intellectual movement that emerged in the second half of the twentieth
century and took the same name as the Birmingham Centre for Cultural Studies, whose basic foundations were
laid in the British city of Birmingham. It was distinguished by its wide-ranging scientific research in terms of
opinions, scientific research methods, and critical approaches. The British researcher (Richard Hoggart) is
considered the actual founder of this centre in 1964 AD, then its management was turned to (Stuart HaII) and after
him is to Richard Johnson. The members of the center record their research on the following topics (culture,
human, media, education, anthropology and ethnography). Richard Hoggart’s books “The Practical Benefits of
Education” and Raymond Williams’ “Culture and Society” are considered the most important works of this school.
The theories of these two schools were presented within a special intellectual tendance of a number of thinkers
whose opinions were supported and rejected from the point of view of multiple parties, the support accompanied
by the defense of the credibility of their thoughts and originality and rules, so we will try to shed light on their
cognitive backgrounds on which they are based, and to illuminate their various intellectual, linguistic and critical
aspects through research into their methods and research topics.

Research problem:

Is post-structuralism an intellectual movement that are different from structuralism or the opposite of it?
Is it an extension of what preceded it and a renewal or a difference and alteration? Why do they share many of
their characteristics with the contextual intellectual system? What did the research of this movement confirm
returning to reading the intellectual, linguistic and critical heritage. What are their methods and research approaches
in this respect? What is the purpose of hollowing out the past? What is the effectiveness and influence of
postmodern thoughts on intellectual, linguistic and critical research, whether Arab or Western? In light of this theory
— post-structuralism — what did the West study about Arab thought, language and criticism? And what are the
results of the study?

Objectives of the conference:

1-to Know the factors behind the emergence of these two schools (intellectual reference and cognitive origins).
2-to Identify the most important figures and founders of the Frankfurt and Birmingham schools.

3-to Read the texts of post-structuralist critics in general and the texts of the scholars of the two schools (Max
Horkheimer, Theodor Adorno, Herbert Marcuse, Richard Hoggart, Stuart Hall, Richard Johnson... and others).
4-to Evaluate and critic the two schools.

The conference's topics:

1- Issues of post-structuralist thought in sociology and psychology, post—colonial thought, and in art of all kinds.
2- Language issues in the post-structuralist system (philosophy of language, semantics, pragmatics, and cognitive
science..).

3- Issues of post-structuralist criticism (semiotics, theories of reading and reception, hermeneutics, cultural

criticism, understanding and semantics..).
